Consistory News and Notes

At our March meeting we shared stories of how we had
learned to trust God when experiencing wilderness
moments in our lives. We all could identify tough times
when trusting God presented a unique challenge but
also resulted in rewarding growth. We had a season of
prayer for each other, for our congregation and for those
we know who are facing wilderness experiences right
now.

One of our goals for 2010 is to implement our “Go Deep"
vision. We discussed what spiritual growth and spiritual
deepening looks like and began a process of trying to

discern how we can become more aware of the spiritual
deepening that is happening in our lives and throughout
eh congregation. We formed three study teams who will
meet over the next several months to explore questions
of metrics we already have to measure growth, tools to
help us determine what our maturity level is like right
now, and what progress we might hope to see as we
grow deeper. We sense that his is vital pat of God’s work
within our congregation and ask for your prayers as we
discern how to live this out.

We reviewed the staff structure and staffing responsibili-
ties and affirmed the following staffing guidelines:

1. We believe that the guideline of 1 full-time ministry
staff per 100 worshippers is a good starting point for
evaluating staff levels. (Current ministry staff level is
4.75 and 2010 attendance average is 425.)

2. We believe that we should be staffed for growth so
that if possible ministry staff levels stay ahead of the
attendance growth. (Using the guideline, we will no
longer be staffed for growth when attendance grows
to 475)

3. We believe that our current staff is properly aligned
with both our vision as a church and our gifts as a
staff so that we are staffed to successfully realize
our vision with our staff in their current roles.

4. If we continue to successfully realize our vision as
we have in the past, we anticipate that by as early
as the fall of 2010 we may no longer be staffed for
growth and so we are now beginning the work of
discerning next steps as it relates to staff.

With the addition of the Office Administrator, we do not
anticipate any other immediate staff additions but we are
striving to be prepared for the future so that we will be
ready when it is deemed wise and appropriate to proceed
with additional staff. Please pray as we seek to discover
God's plan for CHCC in this area.

We also celebrated ministries in which we see God
working. Several areas were seen as bearing much fruit
including Open Hands Food Pantry, Noah's Ark
Preschool, our current membership class, the Church
Multiplication Team and our worship teams.

We closed with a prayer of Praise!

News from the Church Multiplication Team

What is Church Multiplication?

Church multiplication is not just about planting a new
church so that one church becomes two. It is about
congregations following the call to reproduce them over
and over again so that churches are multiplied. The
purpose behind a multiplication movement is to reach lost
people so than the Kingdom of God expands in the
community.

What is our call?

Our developing call has focused on reaching the area
around Kirkwood on the far south side of Cedar Rapids.
We've identified this as an area underserved by the
church with a number of neighborhoods we hope to
reach. It will not be a student outreach exclusively, but an
outreach to the greater community.

Why now?

Some have wondered if now is the right time to proceed
with a project like this. One response to this good
question might be that our main reason for pursuing it
now is that we feel called to move until God says stop
and so far we have experienced one open door after
another. Should we ever discern that all the doors are
closing we would certainly re-evaluate the timing.

Isn’t this risky?

Directly related to this question is another: Isn'’t this
expensive? And, honestly, the answer is yes, this is risky
and yes, it is expensive. It will require a lot of work and a
lot of resources. We have a budget already established
for 2010 and we are working on the budget for 2011 and
beyond as well as the funding plan that includes
denominational and classis funding. We will share more
detailed information as it becomes available.

Perhaps underneath this question is another great
question: Is this worth it? Talk to any member of the team
about the hope we have of reproducing the good stuff of
CHCC, the hope we have of growing a new dynamic

congregation, and most importantly, the hope we have of
reaching people who might not be reached in any other
way and we have concluded that it is worth the risk and
the cost and the hard work.

Introducing: The Bridge.

This month we named our multiplication project,
The Bridge. We believe that this name will be
attractive to seekers in the community while, at the
same time, helping us focus on our mission:

We are building a BRIDGE to a new community.
We are hoping to BRIDGE the gap to bring lost
people to faith in God.

We plan to proclaim the message that Jesus is
the BRIDGE that connects people to God.

We also hope to build BRIDGE connections from
person to person.

One of the passages we studied as we considered
names was John 4 where Jesus meets the woman at the
well. In this passage, Jesus builds bridges to overcome
gaps created by race, culture, gender, and religion. We
hope to bridge barriers that will allow people on the
South side of Cedar Rapids to hear the Gospel and
accept Christ as their personal bridge to God.

Prayer

We hope to build a prayer base from within CHCC to
serve as a foundation upon which The Bridge will stand.

The Caring Corner

Do you ever wonder why some individuals seem to be
involved in multiple service opportunities in the Church?
Do you ever feel a little left out when you see the same
people doing things you know you have the gifts to be
doing? Do you think these individuals have more
discretionary time than you do? Do you think these
individuals have more gifts than you do?

Permit me to give you my response to these questions.
First, those folks are not any different from you. Second,
these folks have one thing in common. Third, these folks
are like the woman described in Mark 1: 29-31.

If you take the time to read the story, you will find that the
secret to what the woman did was the change that took
place in her life when Jesus “took her hand and helped
her up.” The next words in the story sum up my point as
to why some people are involved in the service to others:
“she began to wait on them.” The woman “waited on oth-
ers” because she knew what had happened in her life.

The secret as to why some individuals are involved in

acts of service is their understanding that something won-

derful has happened in their life. They had been “lifted up
by Jesus.”

| submit to you that when an individual is “lifted up by
Jesus” they find the time to serve others. When an
individual is “lifted up by Jesus” they step up without
being asked. When people are “lifted up by Jesus” they

have inner radar that is searching for ways to help others.

When people are “lifted up by Jesus” they are encourag-
ing those with whom they are involved. When people are
“lifted up” they enlist others to work with them even if it
takes time to train and prepare them. When persons are
“lifted up” they place themselves in the shoes of others
and consider how they might feel if not asked to serve.

Now the ball is in your court . . . Has Jesus “lifted you
up"? Is your life new because of Jesus? Do you know the
joy of forgiveness? Do you know the promise of eternal
life?
